What does a JRCERT visit involve?

The review process confirms that the program is in substantial compliance with all JRCERT standards. 

The JRCERT affirms that the accreditation process offers a means of both, providing public assurance of a program meeting accreditation standards and stimulating program improvement.  The JRCERT standards for an Accredited Educational Program in Radiologic Sciences require a program to demonstrate the clarity and appropriateness of its purposes as a postsecondary educational program; to demonstrate adequate human, financial and physical resources effectively organized for the accomplishment of those purposes; to document its effectiveness in accomplishing all its purposes; and to provide assurance that the program has the ability to continue to meet the accreditation standards.  Accreditation is awarded to an existing program when the review process confirms that the program is in substantial compliance with all standards.  The award period is from the date of the last site visit.

WHAT DOCUMENTS SHOULD I HAVE ON HAND FOR THE SURVEY TEAM?

The Program Director has the ultimate responsibility of preparing the branch and the outlying clinical sites for the visit.  The following is suggested for the visit:

All AMEDDC&S regulations and Radiology Branch publications dealing with training.  Student folders, containing a master training schedule, academic and non-academic counseling, and grade sheets.  Supporting Staff folders (six-part), containing Training records, Certification (registry) and/or Curriculum Vitae, Demographics, Job Description, Ongoing Competency Assessment (CE’s, Evals), and Education Activities (in-service).

HOW SHOULD I BRIEF MY STAFF AND STUDENTS?

Insure that all staff and students see this pamphlet.  Advise all staff and students that if asked a question by the reviewing team, they’re to speak candidly and honestly.  Answer questions factually and avoid answering questions in the form of an opinion.  If an answer is not known, do not make something up.  Refer the question to the chain of command.
the accreditation process time table
1. One year from the proposed site visit date, the program receives the materials necessary for continuing accreditation.  This packet contains the standards, an application and the guide for program analysis (GPA).  Programs use the guide for program analysis to prepare the program self-study report and to demonstrate compliance with the standards. 

2. Six months from receipt of this packet, the completed application/self-study report is due in the JRCERT office.  Professional staffs review the application/self-study report and follow up with the program if additional information is required. 

3. The site visit is scheduled within six months of receipt of the application/self-study report.

Once the site visit is conducted, the site visit team completes the report of site visit team findings and forwards the report to the JRCERT office within one month of the site visit. 


4. Within three months of receipt of the report of site visit team findings, the Report of Findings is provided to the program.  The program must respond to the Report of Findings by the due date noted in the report (4-6 weeks)

5. The JRCERT meets twice annually, in the Spring and Fall. The program is considered for an award of accreditation by the JRCERT Board of Directors at the first appropriate meeting based on the due date of the program response.

Note:  Program officials can help expedite the process by submitting completed documents and responses on or before the required due dates.
